Artist Biography

Blaine Herda writes all the music and lyrics for the group, plays guitar and sings lead vocals.  Originally from Winnipeg, Manitoba he began playing guitar when he was ten years old, performing in his early teens at Canadian Legions, house parties, churches and school dances.  During his career he has been in and out of the music scene playing in many different groups and styles of music in venues that hold up to 500 people.  Self taught he has played and taught country, classical, folk, rag time, blue grass, blues and rock music.  Blaine has a Bachelor of Commerce and MBA degree from the University of Calgary, is a member of the Alberta Music Industry Association, (AMIA) and Canadian Independent Recording Artists’ Association, (CIRAA).  He is the founder and owner of Thunderwood, Thunderwood Promotions and Thunderwood Records and is the manager and promoter of the group. 
Dave MacRae plays bass guitar and sings back up vocals.  Born in Montreal, Quebec he began playing when he was fourteen and performing when he was sixteen.  He has played in many different groups and has done tours from Fort McMurray to Toronto playing colleges, pubs, nightclubs and cabarets.  Dave has played rock, blues, country and punk music and can also play harmonica, mandolin, accordion and guitar.
Ray Deville plays drums.  He was born in St-Rose, Laval, Quebec.  His father played guitar and his mother tapped danced.  At ten, Ray began taking drum lessons and playing music from groups like The Beach Boys, The Beatles and The Ventures.  Then at a very young age, his uncle Sylvain gave him his first rock album, Kiss Alive 2 and it changed his life forever.  Ray became a fan of pyrotechnics and hard rock music!
Ray’s first show was with a Kiss tribute band followed by a studio session for a song contest at “The Spirit of rock for Montreal radio CHOM 97.9.  After this he played in many cover and tribute bands followed by his own album project titled “L’Emprise” with his group PYRAMIDE.  One of the songs from this album, “Histoire d’un Chat” made it to the radio stations and for resale at HMV music stores through Hardel Muzik Distribution.
Ray’s journey eventually led him to Alberta where he joined a cover band called ROXON.  Responding to a request to audition for Thunderwood he soon joined the group  and now looks forward to playing and recording original rock music.
